PROJECT:~ In accordance with special instructions addresed to the Commanding
Officer Ship HILGARD dated 3 June 1949. Reference 22/MEK; S-2-HI the two 30 *°
foot depths within the turning basin area at Quonset Point, Rhode Island were
investigated on 13 June 1949.

VESSEL & EQUIPMENT:~ The Ship HILGARD was used in this survey using fathometer —
808J No.58.

BOAT SHEET:~ Blue-lined hydrographic sheet, H-6970, 1944, Scale 1:10,000 was «~
furnished by the office for this investigation,

CONTROL STATIONS:- Previously located natural objects which appeared on the -~
sheet were used for control.

SOUNDINGS:- The fathometer was used in obtaining the soundings for this in-
vestigation. A very good bar check was obtained before werk began, but obtain-
ing good bar check in the P.M. was prevented by strong currents.

REDUCTION OF SOUNDINGS:- Predicted tides were used in the reduction of sound-

ings. Newpori predicted tides corrected as follows:=
Added 1 hour and 10 minutes to the time, and added 0.3 feet to high water.

Soundings were recorded on 60th Meridian Time.

REVIEW OF F.E. NO. 1, 1949

This field examination was made to investigate two
chaerted 30-ft. soundings falling in a dredged area. The
soundings originated with dredging surveys by the Corps
of Engineers (Bp. 37856) and were recommended for re-
tention on the echarts in the review of H-6370 (194LL).

A least depth of 27 ft. was found et the position of one
of the 30-ft. soundings, end the other 30 ft. sounding
was verified. The soundings are plotted on the attached
section of the boat sheet.

A comparison with H=-6970 (1944) reveals that in parts of
the common area present depths are as much as 3 ft. shoaler
than depths on the prior survey.

This examination was applied to Chart 236, dated July 18,
1949, before verification. One of the revised soundings

is the 27-ft. sounding in lat. 41° 34.91', long. 71° 23.92',
now charted as 28 ft. ‘
