The hydrogrephy was done by the Launch DEILTA,
the Cosmos sounding machine operated by = smell stean
engine being used for deep water and the hand lead for
shoal water. The dinghy was used %o determine the low
water line arocund @"LONE" end slso to run a couple of
lines over the two rocks at the he=d of the bay. Sound-
ing lines were run 75 meters apart and at no place are
the soundings spaced more than 75 meters from each other.

Mokh Bay is a deep,narrew ceve about ons and ene-
half miles in length,with abrupt sheres and scant lew
watsr arsa.It is easily distinguiseble as the first
irdentetion en the nerth side ef Therne Arm,Hills en
either side rise sbruptlt from the shere,which itself
presents in places perpendicular cliffs fifty feet in
height.A steep-shored,woeded island 110 feet high te
teps of trees and 200 m,in diameter lies in the center
of the entrance.Nerthwest of this is & gruup ef recks,
roughly 100 m,in diameter and 12 feet above H.W.with
apparently deep water all around.Cne-half mile frem tlhe
upper end ef the bay is anether shezl eccupying half
its width,Z00 m.nerth ef which are noted twe recks
clese together,the shosler of which is awash af M. L.L.TW.
This bay is well protected frem both wind and sesa,and
sheuld afferd geed anchorage for bazts net ever 1C0O
feet in length.
