Sounding lines were spaced about 25 meters, but in narrow part,
off wharves, considerably closer. ‘A few lines were run parallel
with shore to £ill space that could not be reached by lsunch at the
lower stage of tide encountered in that vicinity on tha normal lines.

Launch ran at slow speed, varying at timea to counteract our-
rent and wind. ‘

Soundings were not taken at regular intervals but as fast as pos-
sible so as to give a very close development and to show a8 acocurate-
ly as possible the limits of the shore flats.

The channel is narrow: but strgight with the bay proper as a good
clear turning basin, free from dangers.

The light should be favored closely in making entrance to avoid
north point of western shore flat.

Bottom in entrance is sand, flats, sand and mud, bay green mud
and good holding ground for anchoring.
