The charted hydrography originates with the
previously discussed prior surveys and need no further
consideration. Specific items are discussed in section L. of
the Descriptive Report and require no additional comments.
The following should be noted:

1) Numerous uncharted rocks were located by the
hydrographer during the survey. It is recommended that these
rocks be charted as shown on the present survey.

2) A line of five (5) dashes or what may be part
of an old channel limit is charted in the vicinity of Latitude
45°57'42.0"N, Longitude 83°53'08.3"W. It is recommended the
five (5) dashes be deleted from the chart.

3) What appears to be a "pier" is charted in
Latitude 45°57'50.7"N, Longitude 83°52'49.8"W. This feature
is in the same position as an uncharted rock that is shown on
shoreline manuscript TP-00361 of 1984-85. It is recommended
that the "pier" be deleted from the chart and a rock be
charted as shown on the present survey.

4) A charted pier, in Latitude 45°58'03.5"N,
Longitude 83°52'49.3"W, originating with an unknown source,
was neither verified or disproved by the hydrographer. The
pier is not shown on shoreline manuscript TP-00361 of 1984-85.
The pier falls inside the foul limits shown on the present
survey. It is recommended that the pier be deleted from the
chart unless subsequent charting information indicates
otherwise.

5) What appears to be a charted ramp in Latitude
45°59'09.5"N, Longitude 83°54'05.0"W is apparently part of the
road that was not deleted from the chart as shoreline changes
were applied. It is recommended that this feature be deleted
from the chart and the area be charted as shown on the present
survey.

Except as noted in this report and the Descriptive
Report, the present survey is adequate to supersede the
charted hydrography in the common area.

b. Aids to Navigation

The field unit located eighteen (18) floating and
two (2) fixed aids to navigation. These aids appear adequate
to serve their intended purposes.

8. COMPLIANCE WITH INSTRUCTIONS
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This survey adequately complies with the Project
Instructions except as noted elsewhere in this report.

9. ADDITIONAL FIELD WORK

This is a good basic survey. No additional field work is
recommended.
