Note 2: Annual leveling for Newport, RI (845-2660)was not completed

in the past year. A review of the verified leveling records from June
2003 - June 2013 shows the tide station benchmark network to be
stable within an allowable 0.009 m tolerance. This Tide Note may be
used as final  stability verification for survey OPR-B307-FH-2014,
H12702. CO-OPSwill immediately  provide a revised Tide Note should
subsequent leveling records indicate any benchmark network stability
movement beyond the allowable 0.009 m tolerance.
