
A total of 3 MBES grids (two 1-meter and one 8-meter) were provided to the Pacific Hydrographic
Branch via the External Source Data Team.

All soundings were reduced to Mean Lower Low Water using Discrete Zoning. The horizontal
datum for this project is World Geodetic System (WGS) 1984. The projection used for this project
is Universal Transverse Mercator (UTM) Zone 17.

The ESD Team downloaded and applied verified tides from station 8724580 Key West, FL to the
provided data.  Three surfaces corresponding to full coverage requirements in the HSSD were then
created from the tide corrected data.

All data were reviewed for DTONs and none were identified in this survey.

NOAA Ship Nancy Foster acquired the data outlined in this report. Additional documentation from
the data provider may be attached to this report.

In general, the data shows good agreement with the latest ENCs.  There are some depth
discrepancies in coral areas likely due to prior survey data not having the density to adequately
develop individual coral heads.  Data from this survey is adequate to supersede charted data in the
common area.

This survey does meet charting specifications and is adequate to supersede prior data. This ESD
survey is of equal or higher quality and more recent than the currently charted data (CATZOCs B, C
and D, 1879 - 2015). It is recommended that this survey supersede charted data in the common area
and be designated as CATZOC B.
